Staff: Jenna C. Rinehart, Senior Commission Counsel, and George Aradi, Special Investigator. Lynda Hopkins, a member of the Sonoma County Board of

Supervisors, representing District 5, made a governmental decision that had a reasonably foreseeable material financial effect on a source of income financial

interest, in violation of Government Code Section 87100 (1 count). Total Proposed Penalty: $3,000.
