Restrictions on Contributions

ANo anonymous contributions of $100 or more.
ANever accept or spend $100 or more in cash.
AThe true source of the contribution must be reported.




Campaign Money Laundering

ACampaign money laundering occurs when the true source
a contribution is not reported and is a serious violation of tt
law.

A A laundered contribution must be surrendered to the CA st
general fund.

AThis is a serious, and expensive violation of the Political
Reform Act.




Home and Office Events

AA home and/or office event is not considered a contributior
the total cost of the event is $500 or less.

AFood, beverages and other items donated by someone ott
than the occupant count toward the $500 threshold and ar:
reportable as notonetary contributions.




Member Communications

Payments made by an organization (i.e. unions, association:
political parties) for certain communications that are sent onl
t he organizati onos member s,
families, amotcontributions to a candidate endorsed in the

communication.




Debates and Meetings

AWhen an organization hosts a debate, as long as all
candidates are invited, the organization has not made a
reportable contribution and the candidates have not receiv
reportable contributions.

AThe same is true if both sides of a ballot measure are invite

i e




Volunteering Personal Services

Alf an individual such as an envelope stuffer, precinct walker
accountant donates his or her professional services to a
campaign, no contribution has been made or received.

AlIf an employer donates employee services to a campaign,
any employee spends more than 10% of his or her
compensated time in a calendar month providing services,
employer has made amametary contribution.

Independent Expenditures

AA payment for a communication not made at the
behest of or In coordination with the candidate or r
or her committee.

AExpressly advocates support or opposition of a cle
identifled candidate or unambiguously urges a
particular result in an election.

ANot reportable by the candidate or committee.




Bank Account Rules

ACandidates must make all campaign expenditures
the campaign bank account, with the exception of t
candidate filing and ballot statement fees.

Additional Notes:

= *Period Covered: The period covered by any statement begins on the day after the closing date of the last statement filed, or January 1, if no previous
statement has been filed.

= Local Ordinance: Always check on whether additional local rules apply.

= Deadline Extensions: Deadlines are extended when they fall on a Saturday, Sunday, or an official state holiday. This extension does not apply to the
deadline for a Form 497 due the weekend before the election, or to any Form 496. Such reports must be filed within 24 hours regardless of the day of the
week. Statements filed after the deadline are subject to a $10 per day late fine.

= Method of Delivery: All paper filings may be filed by first class mail unless otherwise noted. A paper copy of a report may not be required if a local agency
requires online filing pursuant to a local ordinance.

= Form 501: All candidates must file Form 501 (Candidate Intention Statement) before soliciting/receiving contributions.

After the election, most candidates file Form 46Gas@mally until the committee is closed.
